VIOLATION NOTICE

On June 23, 2016, the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), Air Quality Division
{AQD), conducted an inspection of North Shore Manufacturing Corporation (Facility),
located at 4706 M-83, Coloma, Michigan.
