On August 2, 2016, August 4, 2016, August 5, 2016, and August 29, 20186, the Department of Environmental
Quality (DEQ), Alr Quality Division (AQDY) sent you Violation Notices in reference to viglations of the National
Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) that occurred at 5753 15" Street, 6070 15" Street,
12811 Lauder Street, 12847 Lauder Street, and 3986 Humboldt Street in Detroit, Michigan.

Be advised that failure to respond to this Enforcement Notice in a timely manner and adequately resolve or
address the cited violations may result in further enforcement procesdings including, but not limited to, referral of
the matter to the Department of Attorney General (DAG) for commencement of civil litigation. Be further advised
that this Enforcement Notice does not preclude or limit the DEQ’s ability to initiate any other enforcement action
