VIOLATION NOTICE

On May 11, 2018, the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), Air Quality Division
(AQD), conducted an investigation into the residential property located at 5792 Holcomb,
Detroit. The purpose of this inspection was to determine compliance with the requirements
of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Part 61, National Emission Standards for
Hazardous Air Pollutants, Subpart M, and Rule 242 of Part 55, Air Pollution Control of the
Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended.

According to our investigation, the Detroit Land Bank Authority owns the residence and the
Adamo Group, Inc. performed the demolition activities at the residence. The Detroit
Building Authority manages the demolition program for the City of Detroit. The National
Emission Standard for Asbestos holds the owner and operator liable for violations.

On Friday, May 11, 2018, the AQD was notified by the Detroit Building Authority and the
Adamo Group, Inc. that the residence located at 5792 Holcomb, Detroit had been
mistakenly demolished.
