PERMIT DECISION SUMMARY

AJAX MATERIALS CORPORATION — GENESEE TWP, GENESEE COUNTY, MICHIGAN

AJAX MATERIALS CORPORATION

The Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy, Air
Quality Division (AQD), has approved Permit to Install (PTI) No. 90-21
(Application, APP-2021-0019) for Ajax Materials Corporation (Ajax) on
November 15, with changes. The changes to the permit conditions
were based on comments received during the July 1 through
September 22, 2021, public comment period. This document provides
a summary of comments received, responses to comments, and

changes made to the permit conditions.

WHEN WAS THE COMMENT PERIOD?

A public comment period was held for Ajax
Materials Corporation’s proposed permit from
July 1, 2021, through September 22, 2021

Additional considerations were made during the
comment period due to the location Ajax
proposed being in an Environmental Justice
Community, including:

o Notice provided to those interested in
facilities around the proposed location.

e Additional notifications sent regarding the
proposal through media outlets, our
subscription distribution list serve(s),

U.S. Mail, and over the phone.

e Two extensions of the comment period
were granted to accommodate requests.

e Two virtual hearings were held, with
informational sessions.

e Anin-person comment opportunity was
held near the proposed location, with AQD
staff on hand to answer questions and to
help residents submit comments.

How WAS THIS PERMIT APPLICATION REVIEW
DIFFERENT?

The AQD identified Ajax’s proposed location as
being in an area designated as an Environmental

Justice Community. Once this was determined,
planning for enhanced outreach ensued and
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additional permit review, beyond a standard
permit review for a minor source, was completed.
These included additional computer modeling
performed for toxics screening levels and
National Ambient Air Quality
Standards/Prevention of Significant
Deterioration Increment which included fugitive
sources of emissions at the proposed location.

WHAT WAS INCLUDED IN THE ORIGINAL PERMIT
CONDITIONS?

The original permit review and draft conditions
included:

e At wind speeds 12 mph and lower, no
visible emissions are allowed. This was
added to the conditions based on
computer modeling. Accompanying
requirement to monitor and record wind
speed based on modeling.

e Pressure across the baghouse to be
continuously monitored and recorded;
pressure drop alarm system required.

e |n addition to the federal particulate
matter testing, the following tests are
required upon startup:

0 Particulate Matter
0 Nitrogen Oxides

O Lead
e Wind speed monitor and continuous
recording.
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e Sijlt content limit for materials stored
on-site.

WHAT COMMENTS WERE RECEIVED?

Over 340 comments were received during the
comment period from individual citizens, the
federal government, and environmental
advocacy groups. A detailed listing of comments
received and the AQD’s responses to those
comment can be found in the Response to
Comments Document.

WAS A CUMULATIVE ANALYSIS DONE?

Yes, the AQD evaluated cumulative emissions in
a number of ways, those included:

1) National Ambient Air Quality Standards
evaluation, for all pollutants from all emission
points on-site, including off-site contributing
sources.

a. This is cumulative impact analysis for
modeling multiple sources for the various
criteria pollutants

2) Toxic air contaminants, including asphalt
fumes and other carcinogenic compounds.

a. This is a cumulative risk assessment for
multiple pollutants from the site

3) Additionally, after comment, the analysis for
the National Ambient Air Quality Standards
was updated to include 5 years of
meteorological data, and to expand the
inclusion of more background sources

a. This is cumulative impact analysis for
modeling multiple sources for the various
criteria pollutants

WERE CHANGES MADE IN RESPONSE TO
COMMENTS?

Yes. The AQD completes a thorough review of
every permit application submitted and
determines if what is proposed by a company
meets the applicable rules and regulations
before posting for public comment. During
public comment, the AQD may update our review
and make changes based on comments or
additional information received. The AQD made
several changes to the permit conditions based
on comments received, those included:

e Removal of the use of recycled used oil as
a fuel

e A condition clarifying allowed materials
and fuels

e [nstallation of rumble strips at the facility
exit to lessen materials carried out by
trucks

e Requirement for the emissions collected
from the top of the storage silo be routed
to the control device

e Requirements to limit site access

e Additional visible emission requirements

e Additional and more frequent stack
testing

e More frequent recordkeeping on amount
of recycled asphalt material

e Volatile organic compound emissions limit
and associated recordkeeping

e The additional installation of a bag leak
detection system

e Additional requirements in the fugitive
dust plan
