This letter is to advise you of the commencement of escalated enforcement action
against Lapeer Plating and Plastics. This letter follows the November 15, 2018
Violation Notice issued by the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ),
Air Quality Division (AQD) which detailed violations of Part 55, Air Pollution Control, of
the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994, PA 451, as amended
(NREPA), MCL 324.5501 et seq.; Permit to Install (PTI) 11-13, PTI 25-13, and Consent
Order AQD No. 27-2015.

In an effort to seek resolution of the cited federal and state air quality violations, the
AQD is providing the Company with an opportunity to formally resolve these violations
through the entry of a legally enforceable agreement that will include a compliance
program and payment of an appropriate monetary penalty pursuant to Section 5528 of
Part 55 of NREPA, MCL 324.5528.

The AQD is providing the Company with an opportunity to meet to discuss options for
satisfactorily resolving the violations, to present information that should be considered
regarding the violations and to demonstrate compliance.
